80:2-7: 

‘Let us see your face, Lord, and we shall be saved.’“ 

Question 2:  “If we ‘see God’s face’, will ‘we be saved’?” 
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Answer:  “For 4,000 years since Abraham, God’s people have been attacked by every 

evil vanity on earth.  David describes that Historical Reality in one sentence, 3,000 

years ago! 

‘You have left us to be fought over by our neighbors, and our enemies mock us.’“

Question 3:  “God’s people are still being ‘fought over’ and ‘mocked’ by our enemies.  

What do Catholics do?” 

Answer:  “Catholics do more than ‘ask to see God’s face’!  We obey Acts 16:14, and 

ask God to: 

‘Open our hearts, O Lord, to listen to The Words of Your Son.’  Catholics ask God to let 

us ‘see His Face’ and ‘listen to The Words of Your Son.’“

Question 4:  “Did the other request David made to God come true:  ‘From Your throne 

upon the cherubim, shine forth before Ephraim, Benjamin and Manasseh.  Rouse Your 

power, and come to save us.’?” 

Answer:  “King David’s prayer to God came true at The Immaculate Conception of 

Mary.  With Mary, God had an ‘unblemished vessel’ that would ‘Rouse God’s Power’ by 

bringing His Son to earth, as over 300 Prophecies predicted.”

Question 5:  “Do only Catholics understand that ‘God’s Power’ was ‘roused’ at The

impossible for them even to eat.’“

Question 6:  “What did people who could not see that God’s Power had 

been ‘roused’ on earth say about Jesus?” 

Answer:  “‘When His relatives heard of this they set out to seize Him, for they said, “He 

is out of his mind.’”

For 2,000 years, those who most clearly “see” Who Jesus Is and most 

obediently “listen” to His Words and “obey The Call to Catholic Communion that He 

repeated 14 times (“If you do not eat My Body and drink My Blood you do not have 

life in you.”) are blessed with the same insult given to Jesus:  “Those Catholics are out 

of their minds!“

Answer:  “Powerful telescopes suggest to Catholics that the position of a condemned 

soul may be seen by its distance from God.  Today, we can see how far a lost soul can 

be from God.”

Question 4:  “What!  Is Catholic Fundamentalism suggesting that a somewhat sinful 

soul may be one billion light years away and that the most sinful souls could be thirteen 

billion light years away from God?” 

Answer:  “Catholics see that God may find some sinful souls so disgusting that He 

wants them to be that far from Him, and moving farther away, forever.  We now have an 

updated vision of God’s possible punishment for sinners that Dante described in ‘The 

Inferno’, 800 years ago.”

Question 5:  “Could God do that?” 

Answer:  “Catholics consider God’s Power to write and download the DNA program 

that produced you, me, and everyone else on earth.  We came into being with one 

fertilized cell in our mother that was smaller than a grain of salt.  It became 28 to 36 

trillion cells (men have more than women), all working together.  Another Manifestation 

of His Power Spoke All Creation Into Being and we, whose living programs came from 

that ‘grain of salt’ are able to see much of it.”

Answer:  “It begins and ends with ‘Seeds’!  Ezekiel 17:22-24:  ‘I, The Lord, bring low 

the high tree, lift high the lowly tree, wither up the green tree, and make the withered 

tree bloom.’ is connected to we who are Catholic ‘trees’ in Psalm 92:14-16: 

‘They that are planted in the house of The Lord shall flourish in the courts of our God.  

They shall bear fruit even in old age;  vigorous and sturdy shall they be,  Declaring 

‘How just is The Lord, my rock, in Whom there is no wrong.’”

Question 2:  “Is that ‘Simple Reason to be Catholic’ connected to we who are 

described in 2 Cor 5:6-10?” 

Answer: “Yes!  ‘Therefore, we aspire to please Him, whether we are at home or away.  

For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each may receive 

recompense, according to what he did in the body, whether good or evil.’  Then, we 

see more about the best ‘seeds’: 

‘The seed is the word of God, Christ is the sower.  All who come to Him will live 

forever.’ (Luke 8:11)”

Question 3:  “Was His Church-Creating Word, ‘And I say unto you thou art Peter and 

on this rock I build My Church and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.  I give 

you the keys to The Kingdom of Heaven.’ a ‘seed’ that grew into ‘the largest of 

plants’ in Mark 4:26-34?” 

Answer:  “For 2,000 years, Catholic ‘birds of the sky’ have been able to ‘dwell in its 

shade.’” 
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Catholics know: “Every person on earth is in 

“The War for Our Souls.” 

In “The War for Our Souls” Catholics may most meaningfully say:   

“Jesus I trust in You”

Question 1:  “Does The Bible tell Catholics that ‘Every person on earth is in ‘The War 

for Our Souls’“? 

Answer:  “We see one Battle in ‘The War for Our Souls’ in Today’s Reading from The 

Acts of God’s Cardinal-Bishops in Chapter 14, Verses 19-28:   ‘In those days, some 

Jews from Antioch and Iconium arrived (in the city of Lystra, where Paul and Barnabas 

had been leading souls to Jesus) and won over the crowds. 

It is easy for Catholics to identify those who cannot overcome their love of earthly 

concerns.  They spend their lives fighting to ‘win over the crowds’!”

Question 2:  “What did they do when they ‘won over the crowds’? 

Answer:  “They did what they always do!  ‘They stoned Paul and dragged him out of 

the city, supposing that he was dead.’”

Question 3:  “St. Paul was knocked down and out and left for dead.  What did he do?” 

Answer:  “He was one of Christ’s first Cardinal-Bishops.  Jesus gave those Holy Men 

The Authority to ordain Catholic priests and Bishops in the new Dioceses they brought 

into The Church.  They did not stop fighting for souls!  ‘But when the disciples 

gathered around him, he got up and re-entered the city.’  That showed the most 

intelligent people in ‘the crowds’ of every city that they should not be afraid of those 

who wanted to win ‘The War for Our Souls’! 
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Question 4:  “What led Paul to go back for more punishment from those who wanted 

to win ‘The War for Our Souls’?” 

Answer:  “Paul had seen The Light!  He saw that the most important thing he could do 

with his life was to help people win ‘The War for Their Souls’.  He was willing to die in 

that battle!“

Question 5:  “Where did Cardinal-Bishop Paul do next?” 

Answer:  “After he taught the people of Lystra that lesson in Apostolic Courage;  ‘On 

the following day he left with Barnabas for Derbe.’”

Question 6:  “What did he do in the city of ‘Derbe’?” 
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Answer:  “‘After they had proclaimed the good news to that city and made a 

considerable number of disciples, they returned to Lystra and to Iconium and to 

Antioch.’”

Question 6:  “Why did he return to ‘Lystra’ and the other cities so often?” 

Answer:   “‘They strengthened the spirits of the disciples and exhorted them to 

persevere in the faith.’  Then, The Twelfth Catholic Cardinal-Bishop taught The Word 

that only Catholics gratefully accept:  ‘It is necessary for us to undergo many 

hardships to enter the Kingdom of God.’”

Question 8:  “What did The First Catholic Cardinal-Bishops do as they went to different 

cities and nations?” 

Answer:  “They Ordained Catholic priests and Bishops to provide The Catholic 

Sacraments that would feed The Faithful with The Body and Blood of Jesus Christ in 

Catholic Communion.   ‘They appointed presbyters for them in each Church and, with 

prayer and fasting, commended them to The Lord in Whom they had put their faith.’”

Question 9:  “Were these early Catholics obeying God’s Instructions in The Psalms, 

written a thousand years before?” 

Answer:  “Today’s Psalm 145: 10-13 and 21 still give us God’s Teaching about what His 

Obedient Catholic ‘friends’ do!  ‘Your friends make known, O Lord, the glorious 
splendor of Your Kingdom.’ 
‘Let all your works give You thanks, O Lord, and let Your faithful ones bless You. 

Let them discourse of the glory of Your Kingdom and speak of Your might.  — Making 

known to men Your might and the glorious splendor of Your Kingdom. Your Kingdom is 

a Kingdom for all ages, and Your Dominion endures through all generations. — 
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Every Catholic wants to be among these people described in The Psalms:  ‘May my 

mouth speak the praise of The Lord, and may all flesh bless His Holy Name forever and 

ever.’!”

Question 10:  “Did Jesus want His First Catholic Pope and Cardinal-Bishops to give 

their lives to obey Him and fight ‘The War for Our Souls’?” 

Answer:  “Today’s Reading from Jesus (John 14:27-31) proves how well they 

fought ‘The War for Our Souls’! 

‘Jesus said to His disciples:  ‘Peace I leave with you;  My peace I give to you.  Not as 

the world gives do I give it to you.’ 

Then, Jesus gives us His Direct Order to every Catholic who has fought ‘The War for 

Our Souls’ for the past 2,000 years!  

‘Do not let your hearts be troubled or afraid.’  Then, He explained why He gave that 

direction:   ‘You heard Me tell you,  ‘I am going away and I will come back to you.’ 

He then explained what Catholics must do:  ‘If you loved Me, you would rejoice that I 

am going to the Father;  for the Father is greater than I.  And now I have told you this 

before it happens, so that when it happens you may believe.’ 

Jesus then warned us of the coming ‘War for Our Souls’:

Catholics are blessed to love The Father, The Son, and The Holy Spirit enough to get 

these “keys”:  “And I say unto you thou art Peter and on this rock I build My Church 

and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

Catholics are also blessed to let God raise us above the confused ‘crowds’ who 

are ‘won over’ by worldly concerns in “The War for Our Souls.” 
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Catholics understand God’s Power to give us 

Free Will. He “cuts and pastes”! 

Only Catholics can see how simple things are!  That’s why we “Trust in Jesus”

Question 1:  “What is The First Thing we should use our Free Will to do?” 

Answer:  “We should understand how The Power of God shows Itself in our Free Will.”

Question 2:  “Does The Power of God let people have Free Will in Every Age?” 

Answer:  “Once, people believed Helius was a god who pulled the sun across the sky 

with a team of horses.  Then, people saw that the earth rotated around the sun.  They 

stopped worshipping Helius! 

Then, people invented telescopes.  Many of them believed:  ‘God could not have had 

The Power to create solar systems and galaxies as far as we can see!  The universe 

must be an accident that came into being.’  Bigger telescopes let more people to see 

more things that led them to believe:  ‘I know that God could not do that!’”

Question 3:  “The new Hubble Telescope lets us see there may be 200 billion galaxies 

containing countless solar systems!  They send out light from 13 billion light 

years away!  How can Catholics believe God made all that?” 

Answer:  “The Creation Program began to be Spoken Into Being 13 billion years ago.  

For thousands of years, people have seen new things and said, ‘God could not do that!

‘  It’s the usual response when many find out how big, old, and complicated God’s 

Creation Program is.”

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Question 4:  “Is that why God gave us the ability to make more powerful telescopes?” 

Answer:  “People in every generation must be given the opportunity to let the age, 

size, and complexity of The Creation Program let them be free to decide: ‘I know that 

God is not smart enough to do that!’ 

Question 5:  “How could God have made all those galaxies, photons, atoms, plants, 

animals, and everything else in Creation?” 

Answer:  “God Wrote and Downloaded ‘God’s Creation Program’!  He ‘cuts and 

pastes’ everything from ‘Photon Programs’ to ‘Galaxy Programs’ and sends them 

spinning through space!”

‘Moses spoke to the people, saying:  ‘This day The Lord, your God, commands you to 

observe these statutes and decrees.  Be careful, then, to observe them with all your 

heart and with all your soul.  Today you are making this agreement with The Lord: 

He is to be your God and you are to walk in His ways and observe His statutes, 

commandments and decrees, and to hearken to His voice.'”

Question 2:  “What ‘Commands’ of God must we obey to be in ‘Agreement’ with 

Him?” 

Answer:  “We must obey His Ten Commandments:  We must not have any gods before 

Him.  We must not put idols before Him or take His Name in vain.  We are 

also ‘commanded’ to remember the Sabbath and keep it holy and Honor our father 

and mother.  We shall not kill, commit adultery, steal, lie, or covet.’”

Question 3:  “What happens when a person breaks His ‘Commandments’ and does 

not live according to the terms of His ‘Agreement’?” 

Answer:   “God is clear!  ‘None of his virtuous deeds shall be remembered, because he 

has broken faith and committed sin;  because of this, he shall die.’”

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Question 4:  “What are we to do if we live in what Psalm 130: 1:-8 tell us are 

Agreement-breaking ‘iniquities’ that keep us from being ‘redeemed’?” 

Answer:  “Catholics are guided by The Prophet Ezekiel 18:31:  ‘Cast away from you all 

the crimes you have committed and make for yourselves a new heart and a new spirit.’  

Then, we may live according to God’s ‘Agreement’.”

Question 5:  “Many are blessed to see ‘The God-Abraham-Moses-Jesus-Catholic 

Connection’ in Mt. 5:20-26.  ‘Jesus said to his disciples:  ‘I tell you, unless your 

righteousness surpasses that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will not enter into the 

Kingdom of heaven.’”

Question 6:  “Is Jesus telling us to make a new ‘Connection’ with God and 

be ‘Catholic’?” 

Answer:  “Jesus brings us to be closer to God than Moses told us:  ‘You have heard 

that it was said to your ancestors, You shall not kill; and whoever kills will be liable to 

judgment. 

But I say to you, whoever is angry with his brother will be liable to judgment, .  .  . and 

whoever insults his brother will be answerable to the Sanhedrin, and whoever says, ‘You 

fool’ will be liable to fiery Gehenna.’

Question 7:  “What does Jesus promise will happen to those who refuse to be 

‘reconciled’ with their neighbor?” 

Answer:  “‘Settle with your opponent quickly while on the way to court.  Otherwise, 

your opponent will hand you over to the judge, and the judge will hand you over to the 

guard, 

and you will be thrown into prison.  Amen, I say to you, you will not be released until 

you have paid the last penny.’”

Question 8:  “What happens to our soul if we become an ‘opponent’ of The Only 

Church Jesus Christ died to Speak Into Being on Earth with His Church-Creating 

Word?  ‘And I say unto you thou art Peter and on this rock I build My Church and the 

gates of hell shall not prevail against it.  I give you the keys to The Kingdom of 

Heaven.’” 

Answer:  “That Church-Creating Word of Jesus is ‘God’s Final Link’ in ‘The God-

Abraham-Moses-Jesus-Cathoic Connection’.  If we die in willful disobedience to That,

Answer:  “St. Faustina teaches that part of our soul’s Judgment is ‘intent’.  

Many ‘intents’ are confused by the  50,000 ‘Somewhat Christian’ denominations 

invented by the Profiteers of Protestantism (PoP).  That confusion keeps many from

Question 7:  “Is that why Profiteers of Protestantism (PoP) love democracies?” 

Answer:  “Democracies give Profiteers of Protestantism (PoP) more opportunities to get 

money from those confused by their Marketing Plans.”

Question 8:  “Do the Profiteers of Protestantism (PoP) develop Marketing Plans to 

attract the most profitable manifestations of self-righteousness in their Marketing 

Area?” 

Answer:  “That is how Profiteers of Protestantism (PoP) make a living.”

May all be blessed to make getting Christ’s actual “keys to The Kingdom of 

Heaven” our highest goal in life by being among God’s obedient People (GoP).

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Today’s Catholic Reading describes three ways 

that every Willful Protestant reacts to Jesus! 

Catholics are blessed to meaningfully understand:  Judgment is coming and we will be 

judged! 

Question 1:  “What passage in This Daily Catholic Reading has described every Willful 

Protestant on earth for 2,000 years?” 

Answer:  “St. Paul was The Twelfth of Christ’s Cardinal-Bishops who founded Catholic 

Churches and Dioceses between India and Spain.   Acts 17:15, 22-38 describes 

Cardinal-Bishop Paul’s trip to Athens.  While He was there, he told us three ways that 

Every Willful Protestant on Earth reacts to Jesus! 

‘Then Paul stood up at the Areopagus and said:  ‘You Athenians, I see that in every 

respect you are very religious.  For as I walked around looking carefully at your shrines, 

I even discovered an altar inscribed,‘To an Unknown God.’” 
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St. Paul had described what every Willful Protestant knows:  There is ‘an Unknown 

God’.”

Question 2:  “Did St. Paul tell the Willful Protestants of Athens about The God they 

could personally ‘know’?” 

Answer:  “‘What therefore you unknowingly worship, I proclaim to you.  The God Who 

made the world and all that is in it is The Lord of heaven and earth.   He does not dwell 

in sanctuaries made by human hands.  He is not served by human hands because He 

needs anything.’”

Question 3:  “Did St. Paul tell those Willful Protestants what God had done for every 

person on earth?” 

Answer:  “‘God is He Who gives to everyone life, and breath, and everything.  He 

made from one (Adam) the whole human race to dwell on the entire surface of the 

earth, and He fixed the ordered seasons and the boundaries of their regions, so that 

people might seek God, even perhaps grope for Him and find Him, though indeed He 

is not far from any one of us.’”

Question 4:  “Did St. Paul tell those Willful Protestants that it was time for them to 

obey God?” 

Answer:  “‘God has overlooked the times of ignorance, but now He demands that all 

people everywhere repent because He has established a day on which He will ‘judge 

the world with justice’ through a man He has appointed, and He has provided 

confirmation for all by raising Him from the dead.’”

Question 6:  “Does Today’s Gospel Reading tell Willful Protestants that God loves them 

so much that He wants them to be in The Only Church Jesus died in agony to Speak 

Into Being with His Church-Creating Word:  ‘And I say unto you thou art Peter and on 

this rock I build My Church and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.  I give you 

the keys to The Kingdom of Heaven.’?” 

Answer:  “John 16:12-15 tells us there is hope for Willful Protestants!   ‘Jesus said to 

His Disciples (The First Twelve Cardinal-Bishops):  ‘I have much more to tell you, but 

you cannot bear it now.  But when He comes, the Spirit of Truth, He will guide you to 

all truth.’

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Question 3:  “What keeps people from being on God’s ‘straight and narrow path’?” 

Answer:  “The next verse tells Catholics all we need to know!   ‘Beware of false 

prophets. They come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly they are ravenous 

wolves.’”

Question 4:  “Jesus has been gone from earth for 2,000 years.  How do we find ‘the 

straight and narrow path’ and escape the ‘false prophets in sheep’s clothng’ that Jesus 

describes as ‘ravenous wolves’? 

Answer:  “Catholics know that Jesus loved us too much to leave us.  He Spoke One, 

Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic Church Into Being on earth with His Church-Creating 

Word in Matthew 16:18-20: 

‘And I say unto you thou art Peter and on this rock I build My Church and the gates of 

hell shall not prevail against it.’”

‘And I say unto you thou art Peter and on this rock I build My Church and the gates of 

hell shall not prevail against it.

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Question 2:  “How did Jesus change the course of History in Today’s Catholic 

Reading?” 

Answer:  “Every city in the ancient world had temples for the many gods they 

worshiped.  Temples were financial centers where people and governments kept 

assets, made loans, and charged interest.”

Question 3:  “Did The Temple in Jerusalem do that?” 

Answer:  “The only Temple founded on God’s Word to Moses and The Prophets was 

also a financial center with huge assets.  ‘Herodians’ and ‘Pharisees’ were among those 

threatened by the Teachings of Jesus that put God ‘before’ their earthly concerns.”

Question 4:  “Is that why Mark 12:13-17 gives this account?  ‘Some Pharisees and 

Herodians were sent to Jesus to ensnare Him in His speech.  They came and said to

anyone’s opinion.  You do not regard a person’s status but teach the way of God in 

accordance with the truth.’”

Question 5:  “After that excessively polite introduction, what were they told to ask?” 

Answer:  “They were told to ask this carefully calculated question:  ‘Is it lawful to pay 

the census tax to Caesar or not?  Should we pay or should we not pay?’”

Question 6:  “Why did they ask that cunning question?” 

Answer:  “They wanted Jesus to bring the power of The Roman Empire down upon 

Himself and His Disciples!  If Jesus said to ‘not pay the census tax’, temple supporters 
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would rightfully demand that Pontius Pilate have Him arrested and punished for 

treason.”

Question 7:  “Did Jesus fall into their trap?” 

Answer:  “Jesus was too smart for them!   ‘Knowing their hypocrisy He said to them, 

‘Why are you testing Me?  Bring Me a denarius to look at.’  They brought one to Him 

and He said to them, ‘Whose image and inscription is this?’ 

They replied to him, ‘Caesar’s.’ 

So Jesus said to them, ‘Repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar and to God what 

belongs to God.’”

Question 8:  “What was their response?” 

Answer:  “‘They were utterly amazed at Him.’”

Question 9:  “Why were they ‘utterly amazed at Him’?” 

Answer:  “History changed at that moment!  For thousands of years, tens of thousands 

of temples had been built to agencies around the world.  No religious leader in History 

had ever put God above somewhat religious financial centers. 

~ 

Question 10:  “Had a man who lived in Poverty, Celibacy, and Obedience suddenly 

shown God was more important than earthly interests?” 

Answer:  “For the following 2,000 years, Catholic priests, religious, and people 

would ‘repay to Caesar what belongs to him’ while giving their souls, hearts, and minds 

to God, despite continuous persecution from many kinds of ‘temple’ supporters.”

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Question 11:  “Did Human History change when Jesus separated Catholics from the 

rest of the world’s people?”

Question 2:  “Are the ‘children of The Kingdom’ also ‘children’ of The King of ‘The 

Kingdom’?” 

Answer:   “That is one of the most interesting questions anyone can ask!  

The ‘children’ of The King are genetically in His ‘Royal Family’!”

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Question 3: “How can a person get the DNA ‘upgrade’ that lets them be a ‘child 

of The King‘?” 

Answer:  “Catholics obey The Call to Catholic Communion that King Jesus repeated 

12 times in John 6 and twice more at The Last Supper:  ‘If you do not eat My Body and 

drink My Blood you do not have life in you.’”

Question 4:  “How can we literally ‘eat His Body’ and drink ‘drink His Blood’?”
